Inc.) was held on May 1-2, 2009, at the EmbassieSuilotel and Con-
ference Center in Norman, Oklahoma. This is onhefargest general
conferences for writers in the Midwest and wasnaltel by close to
400 writers, educators, agents, editors and pudtsht offered numer-
ous speakers with an array of topics to enticarttexest of any writer.
The theme of this year’s conference was “Word byr@VaVrite your

dream—word by word.”

One of the most interesting parts of the conferemdech you cannot
acquire from reading an article or magazine, wstering to the panel
of agents and editors as they fielded question® filee audience.

However, this year the leasgs was taken
one step further by stressing the need to do defttdor your book as
another marketing tool.
